AN ADDENDUM dated this 1st day of July 2007 to the Mothercare Corporate Sales Terms and Conditions between the Purchaser and MOTHERCARE UK LIMITED (Registered Number 533087) whose Registered Office is at Cherry Tree Road, Watford, Hertfordshire, WD24 6SH (hereinafter called “Mothercare”).
RECITALS
WHEREAS:
(A) The parties trade on a business to business basis on Mothercare Corporate Sales Terms and Conditions.
(B) The Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment Regulations 2006 (“WEEE Regulations”) have been introduced requiring all producers of electrical equipment to pay for collection and recycling of relevant waste electrical goods.
1 DEFINITIONS
The meanings of the terms set out in this agreement have the same meaning as the Corporate Sales Terms and Conditions.  Words and expressions defined in the WEEE Regulations shall (where the context so permits) have the meanings set out in the WEEE Regulations unless differently defined in this addendum.
“WEEE Regulations” means the Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment Regulations 2006 in force in the United Kingdom (as may be amended from time to time);

“Relevant EEE” means electrical and electronic equipment (EEE) supplied by Mothercare to the Purchaser under Mothercare Corporate Sales Terms and Conditions; and
“Relevant WEEE” means (i) WEEE from users other than private households arising from Relevant EEE; (ii) WEEE from users other than private households that is being replaced by the Relevant EEE (where the Relevant EEE is of an equivalent type or is fulfilling the same function as that of the Relevant WEEE).

The Purchaser acknowledges and agrees that it will:

2.1 be responsible for, and finance the cost of, the collections, treatment, recovery and environmentally sound disposal of Relevant WEEE;
2.2 make its own arrangements for dealing with Relevant WEEE in a way that is consistent with the WEEE Regulations;

2.3  provide Mothercare with such co-operation, assistance and information as may be reasonably required in relation to the Relevant WEEE to enable Mothercare to comply with:

2.3.1 Mothercare’s obligations under the WEEE Regulations;

2.3.2 Any request and/or requirement of any producer WEEE compliance scheme with which Mothercare is registered under the WEEE Regulations; and

2.3.3 Any request and/or requirement of any appropriate agency and/or governmental authority.

All other terms and conditions remain unaffected.
