


USING THE HARNESS
For Group 1 Children Who Are 9 - 18kg

(approx 9 months - 4 years old)

Warning: i your child can wriggle out of the straps, they aren't tight enough.
& snug harness is important for good crash protection, but it should not cause discomfort.

D1 - Undo the clasp by D2 - Once the child is sitting in D3 - To loosen the harness

pressing the red button. the seat put the shoulder straps straps press button
Then move the shoulder straps owver its shoulders and bring the (SEE ARROW) and pull BOTH
apart s0 you can put the child two halves of the clasp together. shoulder straps
in the seat. Push them into the lock until at the same time.

D4 - Ensure the shoulder straps lie firmly against the child's body and are not twisted. Pull the
trailing cord until the child is securely restrained.

CONVERTING THE CHILD SEAT
For Group 2 Children Who Are 15 - 25kg
(approx 4 - 7 years old)

It's best to use the harness to secure the child until they actually outgrow the harness, to get the
best protection. The harness gives more upper torso support as well as spreading the crash
forces evenly over the torso. Belts and harnesses spread the crash forces over the areas that are
being touched. The more "points" there are in a restraint system (i.e. 3 points for a lap/sash belt,
5 for a 5-point harness) the more the forces can be spread out, instead of just concentrating on
only a few parts of the body. However, a child who is over 4, within the weight and height
requirements of a child seat (with the adult belt correctly fitted in all ways), is behaved (sits well
for the whole journey), is certainly still well protected and appropriately restrained.

When has Your Child has Outgrown the 5 Point Harness?
(i.e. When to converl the child seal for group 2+ 3 use)

Your child has outgrown their child seat harness if:

1) Their eyes are above (if even marginally) the top back SHELL of the seat
(not the cushion at the top, if it has a spongy cover, the actual plastic shell);

2) They are 18kg or over;

3) They've outgrown the harness. This is when their shoulders are higher than the highest slot or
sefting of the shoulder straps,;

4) Many children play with the car seatbelt, sometimes putting it behind them. You should
only consider switching from the 5 point harness to the car seatbelt it you are

100% certain that your child will never do this.

CONVERTING THE CHILD SEAT (continued from page 8)
For Group 2 Children Who Are 15 - 25kg
(approx 4 - 7 years old)

E1 - Undo ALL the straps from the metal plate
then pull the harness straps through the backrest.

E2 - Turn seat over and remove the clip as E3 - Remove ALL harness straps shown. The
shown. Now remove the crotch strap assembly. trailing cord can be removed by pressing the
release button (D3).



FITTING: CONVERTING INTO A BOOSTER SEAT
For Group 2 Children Who Are 15 - 25kg For Group 3 Children Who Are 25 - 36kg
(approx 4 - 7 years old) (approx 7 - 12 years old)

G1 - Push backrest and seat unit apart. The
seat may click loudly. The two sections should
come apart. Heattach the Velcro tab at the
back of the booster seat if it has come
undone. The booster seat is now ready to use.

FITTING:
For Group 3 Children
Who Are 25 - 36kg
(approx 7 - 12 years old)

F1 - The three point seatbelt in the car is now used to restrain the child.
Place your child in the child seal. Feed seathelt through the seatbelt guide.

If the car has no seatbelt height adjuster you
may need to fit one. If there is a seatbelt height
adjuster fitted it must be set to the lowest
position. To release your child simply release
the seatbelt buckle and carefully remove your
child from the Booster Seat.

H1 - The three point seatbelt in the car is now
used to restrain the child.

For children 25-33kg:
ensure that the lap belt and the lower side of
the diagonal belt passes UNDER the arm rests
of the booster seat. SEE PHOTO H1 Plug the
car belt into the anchor until you hear a
‘CLICK'. If it proves a better fit for larger

F2 - Ensure the lap belt goes under the armrests on both sides. children (33-36kg): The lap belt passes UNDER the armrests of the booster seat. The diagonal
The lower side of the diagﬂ nal seatbelt strap should also Qo under the armrest, pﬂ.ﬂ of the belt can pass OVER the armrest of the booster seat. F"Iug the car belt into the anchor
Plug the car belt into the anchor until you hear a ‘CLICK, . until you hear a "CLICK’. Make sure the car seatbelt does not run too close to the child's neck,

Take up any slack in the seatbelt. Ensure the ssatbelt lies flat against the child.
