The Zia/Zia 4 features an adjustable reclining backrest, lockable front
swivel wheel(s), hood, raincover and shopping basket.

1 Remove all packaging materials
from the chassis. Ensure the
folding latch on the side of the
chassis is unfastened, there is
only one. Lay the chassis on the
floor with the seat facing upwards
and lift the handlebars towards
you to unfold the stroller.

2 As the stroller opens, keep

Chassis lifting the handlebars until you
hear a click and the locks on both
sides are fully engaged.

3 Pull the bar connecting the

Hood handles towards you to lock

into place.

4 Once the bar has locked

press down on both handles

Fitting the rear wheels

Harness

It may help to lay the stroller upside down so that the legs are easily accessible.

1 Slot the spindle on each rear

wheel into the wheel joints on the
chassis until they click into place.
Check the wheels are secure by
pulling them firmly away from

the chassis.

To remove the wheels, simply

pull the silver release catches

on the underside of the wheel
housing and pull the wheels away
from the chassis.

Fitting the front wheel(s)

1 To fasten the harness,insert
both fasteners securely into the
clasp. Adjust each strap length
with buckles (A).

2 To undo the harness, press the button
on the clasp to release the straps.

Your child should always be harnessed
in and should never be left unattended
even for short periods.

WARNING! Always use the crotch strap
in combination with the waist belt.

Operating the brake

1

Insert the front wheel spindle

into the hole in the front moulding.
Push firmly until it clicks into
place. Check the wheel is

secure by pulling firmly away
from the chassis.

To remove the wheel(s), simply
pull the silver release catch on
the front of the wheel housing/
press the black release catch at
the back of the wheel housing
and pull away from the chassis.

Black catch

1. Push down firmly on the red
brake pedal to engage the
brake.Check the brake is on
by pushing the stroller.

2. To release the brake, simply
press the grey pedal with your
foot.

A WARNING

It is important to check that the brake
is fully engaged when the stroller
is stationary.




Locking the front wheel(s)

Locking the wheel prevents it
from vibrating on uneven surfaces.

To lock the wheel, straighten it and push
the lock down as shown in the diagram.

To unlock the wheel, simply flip the lock
up again.

Adjusting the backrest height

1 To move the backrest up,hold the

adjuster buckle (A) firmly
grasp the plastic ring (B) fixed to the
end of the adjuster webbing and

pull up.

2 To move the backrest back down

again, press down on button (C)
and pull the seat down.

Adjusting the handle height on the Zia*

To adjust the handle height,press button A
on each handle and lift upwards until a
click is heard.
